As a high school student about to start university, Rebecca became tired of trying and failing to find part
time work.

Rebecca began her road to entrepreneurship while still at school. She was selected as one of 80
representatives from a pool of 3,000 to attend Enterprise in Action, a competition hosted by the Young
Enterprise Trust. She and her team went on to win the national competition and represented New

She was then selected as one of New Zealand’s top 40 young entrepreneurs to attend Venture Up, a
six week accelerator programme and at 18 became the youngest person ever to be accepted onto the
Global Growth Programme (GGP) run by Creative HQ in Wellington.
