Enbridge Community 
Gas Expansion 
In August 2024 the $150 
Million Bobcaygeon  
Community Natural Gas  
Expansion Project had its 
official groundbreaking. 
This will give residents and 
businesses the option of 
Natural Gas from Omemee 
to Bobcaygeon. 

In April, I participated in the 
Bill 165 Standing Committee 
on the Interior Hearings at 
Queens Park to support 
this important infrastructure 
project.
